Two $500 Ursula Foster Memorial Awards will be presented: one to the
highest Haring finisher 12 years old or younger as of the first day of
the tournament, and the other to the highest Denker finisher 15 years
old or younger as of the first day of the tournament. If fewer than two
participants are 12 years old or younger in the Haring, then the award
will go to the top finisher 13 years old or younger. If fewer than two
participants are 15 years old or younger in the Denker, then the award
will go to the top finisher 16 years old or younger. There must be at least
two eligible players for each award to be given. If there is a tie, then each
award will go to the highest finisher based on tiebreaks. Neither award
will be split.



State versus State Championship

The state whose representatives have the highest combined score
will be recognized. Gift certificates for the U.S. Open Chess Store will
be awarded to each player from the three highest-scoring states. In
addition, gift certificates will be awarded to each player of the highest-
scoring state whose players’ average rating is Under 2100, Under
